The winning team had a total of 14 fish 
weighing 28.61 pounds beating the 2nd place 
weight by a little over 9 pounds and just missing 
the Top Ten Heavy Stringers list by .48 pounds. 
Larry weighed in four nice bass and Scotty was 
the only angler to bring in a two day limit mov-
ing him into first place in the points standings. 
They caught their fish using Omega buzzbaits 
and wiggle warts. First place payout was $206. 
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Table Rock Lake
Lake of the Ozarks gave us lots of rain but Table 
Rock was HOT with temperatures into the 90’s on 
both days. Our Omega Custom Tackle Tournament 
took off out of Schooner Creek Resort. Owners 
Leon and Jody Prior are great hosts and the resort 
is always clean, comfortable and meets all of our 
needs.

Every boat weighed in fish for a total of 
83 caught from our 14 boats. Skies were clear with 
just enough of a breeze to make the temperatures 
bearable.  Water temperatures were in the low to 
mid 70’s and some of Table Rocks mostly clear wa-
ter was stained to dingy. The lake level was down 
.28 feet.
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Places
Mike and Michael Parmentier followed up a second place win at 
Lake of the Ozarks with another second place win at Table Rock 
Lake. Mike weighed in six fish and Michael weighed in two, in-
cluding the 3.30 pound big bass winner for Sunday. The team 
caught their fish on spinner baits and crank baits. They brought 
eight bass to the scale for a total weight of 19.54 pounds. Second 
place payout was $158. 

New Hawg Hawlers members Larry and Joanne Chandler  
took third place with a total weight of 17.01 pounds. They were 
throwing ten inch red worms. Larry weighed in six nice fish with 
Joanne bringing in their kicker fish on Saturday weighing 5.79 
pounds and taking big bass for the weekend. Third place payout 
was $112. I sincerely apologize for not getting a picture of the 
third place team. I’m not sure how that happened but I suspect it 
might have something to do with “old age syndrome”.

We all hate to see a fellow Hawg Hawler experience boat prob-
lems. Unfortunately, Bryan Slaughter and Andy Shands ran into 
some bad luck pre-fishing when Bryan’s engine blew. Fishing  
the tournament with only a trolling motor, this team managed 
to pull out a fourth place win. We can only imagine what they 
might have done if they had access to more of the lake. Bryan 
had a nice 3.29 pounder on Saturday and with the teams eight 
fish their total weight was 15.37 pounds. They caught their fish 
on crank baits.
