Even though this tournament will only be a 1 day event, for those of you who want to get in 
some Friday pre-fishing, there are a couple of places to stay.

The May tournament will be held at Table Rock.  We will be coming out of Holiday-Hide away.  Sue and 
Carl are great folks who will make your stay a memorable one. This lake is a great small mouth and fat 
spots lake.  If you need a winter project, sit down and make up a bunch of Ned rigs for table rock.
