I heard a ton of 
smallmouth were caught with the most productive areas being main lake and secondary points fishing the old 
bank line (12 FOW).  The storm that moved through Friday night was pretty fierce and there were heavy rains 
at take-off.  Even, so the fishing turned out to be great.  With 35 boats registering for this tournament, it is 
apparent the Hawg Hawlers love Table Rock.
